Example: patient with 6 drugs

Metformine 500 mg 2.500 mg/day = 5 tabl.

Glibenclamide 5 mg 10 mg/day = 2 tabl.

Enalapril 10 mg 15 mg/day = 1 ½ tabl.

Hydrochlorothiazide 50 mg 25 mg/day = ½ tabl.

Atorvastatine 10 mg 20 mg/day = 2 tabl.

Acetylsalicilic acid 100 mg 100 mg/day = 1 tabl.

-------------------

=> 12 tabl./day

“with a meal / after / before / in the morning / noon / ...” 









































Chagas (American trypanosomiasis)

Screening of 400 patients: 20% positive!

Treatment is possible, but only 1% has access to test + therapy

>2,000 patients were tested

“kissing bug” (vector)

Trypanosoma cruzi (disease 

agent)
